


4. They traveled together. Said goodbye to friends and family members together.

Have you ever moved into a ‘whole new world?* How did
it feel? What might Noah and his family members been experiencing in the
aftermath of the flood?

5. Re-read Genesis 11:1-9. The first “Come, let’s . . . ™ at Babel was uttered by
humans to achieve their common goal (11:3). What was wrong with their
ultimate goal in the building of the city and the tower?

6. Why did God intervene? Did the Lord Our God truly need to ‘come down’ to see
the tower?

7. Please read Ephesians 2:11-22, 4:1-6 & Revelation 5:6-10, 7:9-10. Compare the
unity of Babel (Genesis 11:3-4) to the unity ‘in Christ’ that God planned for
mankind.

8. Read Genesis 11:27 ~ here we meet Abram, a man chosen by God for His
purposes (more on Abram next week . .. U ). What do we know about his earthly
Dad, Terah?

9. How do our lives resemble those descendants of Ham. who built the tower of
Babel? What do our “towers’ look like? What can we do to destroy them?
